Minutes of Open Meeting Held April 9, 2008

Chairman Germani called the open meeting to order at 2:00 PM. in the first-floor
hearing room of the Public Utilities Commission. A quorum was present.

Minutes of Open Meetings held on 3/6/08 and 3/27/08: After review, Commissioner
Bray moved to approve. Commissioner Holbrook seconded the motion and the motion
unanimously passed. Vote 3-.0

Competitive Telecommunications Service Providers

The following companies submitted tariff revisions. The Division has reviewed the tariff
revisions and recommends that it be allowed to go into effect without suspension:

After review, the Commission followed the Division’s recommendation that the tariff
filings be allowed to go into effect without suspension.

3935 — Verizon Rhode Island — The Commission reviewed Verizon’s March 17, 2008
tariff filing to introduce renewal discounts to customers currently receiving the Voice
Discount for the Regional Essentials and Regional Value services, for effect April 16,
2008. The Division filed a memo indicating that it has reviewed Verizon’s tariff filing
and finds that it conforms to the requirements of Verizon's Successor Alternative
Regulation Plan and Order No. 18550. After review, Commissioner Holbrook moved to
approve Verizon’s tariff filing. Commissioner Bray seconded the motion and the motion
unanimously passed. Vote 3-0.

3938 — Verizon Rhode Island — The Commission reviewed Verizon’s March 20, 2008
tariff filing proposing rate increases between 8.7% to 12.1% for Unlimited Local Usage
for Business and Unlimited Local and Toll Usage for Business optional calling plans, for
effect April 19, 2008. The Division filed a memo indicating that it has reviewed
Verizon’s tariff filing and finds that it conforms to the requirements of Verizon's
Successor Alternative Regulation Plan and Order No. 18550. After review,
Commissioner Holbrook moved to approve Verizon’s tariff filing. Commissioner Bray
seconded the motion and the motion unanimously passed. Vote 3-0.




3939 — Verizon Rhode Island — The Commission reviewed Verizon’s request for a
waiver from NANPA's decision denying Verizon’s request for a new NXX code for the
purpose of obtaining a Location Routing Number to support activation of new switching
equipment in Providence. After review, Commissioner Bray moved to approve
Verizon’s request for a waiver. Commissioner Holbrook seconded the motion and the
motion unanimously passed. Vote 3-0.

Renewable Energy Resources Generation Units — The following Renewable Energy
Resource certification applications were filed and reviewed by the Commission:

3913 - Central Vermont Public Service Corporation for Generation Unit: Lower
Lamoille Composite Hydro

3914 - Central Vermont Public Service Corporation for Generation Unit: North Rutland
Composite Hydro

3915 - Central Vermont Public Service Corporation for Generation Unit: Middlebury
Composite Hydro

After review, Commissioner Bray moved that the North Rutland, Middlebury and Lower
Lamoille Composite Hydro Generation Units meet the eligibility requirement as Existing,
Eligible Small Hydro Renewable Energy Resources and hereby approve the certification
applications as filed by the Central Vermont Public Service Corporation. Commissioner
Holbrook seconded the motion and the motion unanimously passed. Vote 3-0

3943 — National Grid (NGrid) — The Commission reviewed NGrid’s application seeking
approval to implement new rates designed to collect additional revenue requirements of
$20.4 million or 4.6% for effect May 1, 2008. After review, Commissioner Holbrook
moved to suspend NGrid’s rates for six month beyond the proposed effective date to
conduct investigation and hearing. Commissioner Bray seconded the motion and the
motion unanimously passed. Vote 3-0.

3942 — Kent County Water Authority (KCWA) — The Commission reviewed
KCWA'’s application seeking approval to implement new rates designed to collect
additional revenue requirements in the amount of $5,464,566 or 35% for effect May 1,
2008. After review, Commissioner Holbrook moved to suspend NGrid’s rates for six
month beyond the proposed effective date to conduct investigation and hearing.
Commissioner Bray seconded the motion and the motion unanimously passed. Vote 3-0.

3945 - Pawtucket Water Supply Board (PWSB) — The Commission reviewed PWSB’s
Petition for Relief from Filing Requirements Rule 2.6(a), seeking approval to use a
different rate year (January 1 — December 31, 2009.) other than that specified by the rule.
The Commission also considered the PWSB’s application to implement new rates to
collect additional revenue requirements of $3,109,387 or 17.4% for effect April 28, 2008.
After review, Commissioner Holbrook moved to approve PWSB’s petition to use a
different rate year and to suspend PWSB’s rates for six month beyond the proposed
effective date to conduct investigation and hearing. Chairman Germani seconded the
motion and the motion unanimously passed. Vote 2-0. Commissioner Bray abstained.
